Walk on air 

The Irish poet, Seamus Heaney, won the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1995. In his speech of acceptance he spoke “of 
a line I wrote fairly recently instructing myself (and whoever else might be listening) to ‘walk on air against your better 
judgement’”. 

What do you think the poet might have meant? Be silly? Ignore common sense?  

The drama described in today’s Gospel (Matthew 14:22-33) raises similar questions. Jesus walks on water. Peter tries 
to walk on water . . .  

All the action in this drama happens around Jesus. He is the central figure, the driving force and reason for the  
unfolding drama. He is the one who makes the story worth telling. Everything that happens brings Jesus into greater 
relief. Is this not a pattern for the drama of each of our lives as “Christians”? Paradoxically, the central figure of the 
drama of our lives is not us. That is perhaps the most difficult lesson to learn. 

We are called – and we choose – to be participants in a drama being played out through Him, with Him and in Him. 
We do not know the exact script ahead of time. Nor do we know our part ahead of time. Slowly our part is revealed to 
us on a need-to-know basis. Often enough we find out after the fact. The waiting and discovering, the not knowing and 
the being surprised, will never cease until the day we die. And so we become disciples. Moment by moment, day by 
day. Or we do not. 

We will always be tempted to write the script, tempted to assume we know what our part is in the drama and –  
wittingly or unwittingly – replace the Christ-centred drama with our own self-centred one. We must resist those  
temptations. Our part is to turn up each day, ready and willing. Mary’s response to the Angel exemplifies the right  
attitude: “You see before you the Lord’s servant. Let it happen according to your word” (Luke 1:38). 

Mary would have understood Seamus Heaney’s instruction: ‘walk on air against your better judgement’. I suppose  
Peter would have too – eventually. After he had seen the empty tomb and encountered the risen Lord. But maybe that 
is the hard reality. We do not step into this way of being as we might step out of a boat. We do not become utterly  
willing and able participants in the Jesus-drama, simply because we will it.  

Peter needed that experience of sinking, the sudden terror that he was not capable of walking on air or water. And his 
inability, his failure, was not what the drama was about. He needed to discover, through his helplessness, the way of 
grace. Peter needed to experience, in that horrible moment of failure, that this drama is first and last about Jesus. With 
Him at the centre – and only with Him at the centre – we can begin to make some sense of our own tragic-comic  
existence.

CONVERSATIONS WITH JESUS 2 
Notes by Tom Ryan sm  

 

Letõs resume the conversation with Jesus. 

 

Truth Seeker:   You donõt see your disciples as servants but as friends. Friends must be important to you?  

Jesus:   Very important. I canõt get by without them. Many of the people I healed and 
taught became my friends. I really enjoy their company especially at meals. People  

relax. A few wines and they open up. Itõs amazing what happens over the dinner table.  

I also need companions in my work. I canõt do it on my own. Thatõs not a good way of 

encouraging people to develop their gifts, nor the way friends treat each other.  

In one sense, too, my Abba/Father is my friend ð and yours. One of my favourite images 
is of the master of the house who comes home, sits the servants down, and waits on them. That really 

shocks people. Thatõs how God behaves??  

Of course, what I do as the son of the house is sit down and share a meal with them, side by side. Itõs 
the sort of thing the Father would do in my shoes. Thatõs why I tell people that the best way to see God 

is as a friend. Christian Living? Start there.  

Truth Seeker : Whatõs the metaphor or symbol that best captures what it means to live and act as your 

friend?   

Jesus:  I think itõs the image of the ôheart.õ Itõs not quite a modern understanding of the word ð the  
centre of the affections. In the Hebrew Scriptures, the ôheartõ is a symbol of the whole person . It  

embraces feelings, memories, ideas, plans, decisions.  

Every person is made in our divine image. And this is especially visible in their freedom. To be a person 

is to seek to know what is true, what is good, and to choose to act on it freely.  

My Father and I wonõt force people with the truth. We canõt compel people to love us. They have to be 
led gently by the Spirit. Truth and love have to convince by their own power. It is an  invitation  to share 

a life.  

So thatõs why I like the ôheartõ metaphor. A personõs heart is the centre of their freedom. It is the place 
where people enter to be in dialogue with themselves and where they open themselves or close  

themselves to God. Itõs what you call ôconscience.õ  

To have a ôheartõ also means the capacity to be in relationship . That is crucial for me since it is from  my 
Abba/Father than I am who I am. I am made for and to  my Abba/Father and together we reach out in 

love to others with  the Spirit.  

Itõs the same for human beings. Being-in-relationship in a community is the primary image of God. Thatõs 
why the Church is so necessary. And within the Church you are part of the wider network of  

relationships in the world.  Letõs continue this later.
